All Boer Goats must be registered in the name of the exhibitor who shall be an owner listed in the 

herd book, recognised by the Goulburn Show Society Inc. and the BGBAA. 

All tattoos and permanent ID tags must be legible. Goats entered in standard Boer goat classes must 

be registered with the BGBAA 

All animals must be free from contagious diseases and complaints.  All animals will be inspected 

for lice. 

All Animals must remain on the showground until 4.00pm and shall not be removed without the 

permission of the Chief Steward. 

The age of the Goats will be calculated from birth to judging day.
